RA staff will conduct health and safety inspections each
semester to review the condition of the space. 

Early in the semester, after a hall meeting with your RA, all
roommates/suitemates will meet with their roommate and develop a Roommate
Agreement. Your RA may help guide the conversation around communication
and potential areas of conflict in your suite or apartment. 

When you move in, a Room Condition Report (RCR) will be given to you by your
RA. This report should be completed move in day. Please review this report and
let your RA know of any concerns you see in the room that are not already listed
on the report. This report will also be reviewed at move out as well.
