Financial Aid

Program Costs 
Admitted undergraduate students will be allowed to complete a 
maximum of six credit hours of graduate work. These credits will count 
toward their MAT degree requirements. Any MAT courses attempted in 
the fall or spring semesters before receiving the undergraduate degree 
will be charged at the traditional undergraduate full-time tuition rate. 
Graduate courses taken after the student receives their undergraduate 
degree will be billed at the current MAT per credit hour rate.
