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Scope & Content Note 

 The Robert D. Carter papers consist of the subject’s research notes, reference material, 

correspondence, and photographs/slides. The materials primarily include the time period of the 

1960s through the 1980s, although some earlier and later materials are present. The collection is 

broken down into small series which reflect the different research subjects Mr. Carter was 

involved in. Additional series contain correspondence, images, and biographical information.  

Biographical Note 

 Robert Daniel “Bob” Carter was born in Vero Beach, Florida on October 1, 1927. He 

earned a Bachelor of Science in Agricultural Chemistry from the University of Florida in 1949. 

From 1949-1954, Mr. Carter worked for the U.S. Department of Agriculture as a Processed 

Foods Inspector. He was an Inspector-in-Charge of continuous inspection in several citrus 

processing plants in Florida, as well as some vegetable processing plants in Maine. From 1954-

1969, he was the Director of Research and Quality Control with processors of citrus products in 

Florida. He was responsible for the quality assurance of all types of citrus products commonly 

processed in Florida, and he had some research responsibilities for these products.  

 From 1969-1992, he was a Research Chemist with the Florida Department of Citrus 

Scientific Research Department as well as an Adjunct Associate Research Scientist at the 

University of Florida’s Food Science and Human Nutrition Department, part of the Institute of 

Food and Agricultural Sciences Citrus Research and Education Center in Lake Alfred. He was 

responsible for developing and accomplishing a research program to improve processing 

methods for citrus juice and concentrate products. This research included the publication of 

useful research results in scientific journals and interpreting this research for the benefit of 

Florida citrus processors. He retired in 1992 and spent time as a consultant for citrus forms 

around the world.  

He was a founding member of the Hope Presbyterian Church and was active in the 

church for many years. He was an organizer of Boy Scout Troop 565, sponsored by Hope 

Presbyterian, and served in various capacities with the Troop including a term as committee 

Chair from 1966 to 1968. He also served on the Administrative Council of the Lakeland 

Presbyterian Apartments from 1968 to 1982. He passed away from cancer on June 27, 2011.
